	Intent
	What we are aiming for in Computing:
Our vision at St James’ is that all pupils should enjoy Computing and become confident and responsible users of technology both inside and outside of school. Through interesting, relevant and inclusive lessons, they will be able to leave Year 6 with a good understanding of how computers and the Internet work, along with being able to complete tasks on them creatively, independently and reflectively for a range of purposes and audiences.

We teach computing using the aims and objectives from the National Curriculum, embedding it within other subjects in a creative curriculum. The use of technology is now essential in many aspects of life, both socially and vocationally, and it is seen as vital that children are equipped with the skills to embrace emerging technology and to use it efficiently. 

Our computing curriculum focuses on the progression of skills in computer science, information technology and online safety by repeatedly revisiting these strands through a range of topics throughout each year group, therefore embedding learning and developing skills. We ensure that all pupils are competent in understanding how to use technology safely and how to safeguard their own personal data.


	Implementation
	What Computing looks like in our school:
Computing skills are taught explicitly, with every pupil receiving dedicated Computing lessons throughout each half-term. Children have the opportunity to practise and embed these skills throughout other aspects of the curriculum.

Throughout units of work teachers encourage children to make links between past learning and new content. We recognise prior learning and build on it with memorable learning experiences and provide targeted support where necessary. The units address the requirements of the National Curriculum and are broken down to cover all elements of the different strands of Computing.

Our curriculum follows the ‘Teach Computing’ curriculum designed by the National Centre of Computing Education and Raspberry Pi Foundation. Computing lessons are engaging and made relevant to pupils’ own lives and experiences. They are fast paced and contain regular opportunities for hands-on activities and paired or group
working. Pupils are supported and challenged in an age and ability-appropriate manner through differentiated tasks.
Online safety lessons form both part of the computing and PSHE curriculum.

	What will the results be?
Children will have developed the knowledge, skills and understanding to help them access and use a range of technology in a safe and creative way. Children will have developed skills that equip them to use computational thinking and creativity to understand and change the world.
